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PREFACE.

ITTLE explanation is required of the arrangement followed in this Volume, beyond calling

attention to the division of this Volume into two parts: the first forms a combined Index to the
three Volumes of the Memoirs, the Special Papers, the Jerusalem Volume, the Flora and Fauna of
Palestine, and the Geological Survey; and the second is an Index to the Arabic and English Name
Lists. This division was considered advisable in order to avoid the continual use of reference letters
to the Name Lists, which would otherwise have been required. The large number of entries
rendered it absolutely necessary to make them as brief as possible; but it is hoped that it will be
found that perspicuity has not been sacrificed to brevity. A full explanation of the reference letters
used will be found on the first page.

The short Hebrew Index at the end of the Volume has been kindly furnished by Dr. W. Aldis
